This warranty is extended only to the original
purchaser for use of the product. It does not cover normal wear parts such as electrical cable or hoses or remote
control. Warranty will be null and void if any parts used are not provided by US Sander LLC. Use of unautho-
rized or non original equipment parts may create a hazard or danger leading to fire, injury, death, or property
damage and will void warranty.

11. Disconnect machine when cleaning, adjusting or servicing.

12. Do not force tool. The machine will do a safer and better job at the rate for which it was designed.

13. Use correct tool. Do not force machine or attachment to do a job for which it was not designed.

14. Wear proper apparel. Do not wear loose clothing, neck ties, gloves, jewelry, etc.

15. Remove adjusting keys and wrenches. Before turning the machine on, make it a habit to check that

all adjusting keys and wrenches have been removed.

16. Use proper extension cord. When using an extension cord, make sure it is in good condition. When
extension cord is 100" and less in length, use those that are rated Hard Service (grade S) or better,

and that have a conductor size of 10 A.W.G. A drop in line voltage, loss of power and overheating

can result when using an undersized cord. The extension cord should have a ground wire and ground

plug pin, as well.

17. Keep proper footing and balance at all times.

18. Do not leave machine unattended. Wait until it comes to a complete stop before leaving the area. EMPTY DUST
BAGS IN PROPER FIRESAFE CONTAINER !

19. Perform machine maintenance and care. Follow lubrication and accessory attachment instructions

in the manual.

20. Keep machine away from open flame. Operating machines near pilot lights and/or open flames creates
a high risk if dust is dispersed in the area. Dust particles and an ignition source may cause an

explosion. Do not operate the machine in high risk areas, including but not limited to, those mentioned
above.

21 Ground wire on all plastic hoses, fittings and blast gates to all machines to help reduce the occurrence of static induced
fire or explosion..

22. BLOWER MUST BE LOCATED IN AN OUTSIDE ENVIRONMENT . A SHELTERED AREA WOULD BE

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Additional Safety Instructions For Dust Collector

1. Do not use dust collector for anything except wood dust. Materials such as liquids, metal shavings,
metal dust, screws, glass, plastic or rock can cause sparks when coming into contact with any

part of the collection system.

2. Ground your dust collector along all plastic components. The connection of bare 12 ga. copper will help prevent
static build up and discharge.

3. Do not place your hands, lumber or tools near inlet opening while machine is running or connected
to power.

4. Always wear a respirator and safety glasses when removing, emptying or replacing collection
bags. Secure bags tightly to dust collector to avoid bags from “blowing off”.

5. Be aware that certain woods may cause an allergic reaction in people and animals, especially

when exposed to fine dust. Make sure you know what type of wood dust you will be exposed to, the
possibility of a allergic reaction and always wear an approved respirator.

6. If at any time you are experiencing difficulties performing the intended operation, stop using

the machine! Then contact our service department or ask a qualified expert how the operation

should be performed.

7. Never use tools that are in poor condition. Inspect dust collector for bent fins, dents, ripped bags

and unusual sounds before connecting machine to power and operating. Correct any problems before

use.

8. Never allow steel to come into contact with impeller. Impact with any hard material may result

in sparks which may cause fire. Be mindful of any situation that results in a risk of fire.

9. Habits — good and bad — are hard to break. Develop good habits in your shop and safety will become
second-nature to you.

220V and 110V System Operation
ELECTRICAL REQUIREMENTS

The system can be ordered in either 220 volt or 110volt configuration.

The 220 volt system uses 1 cable and you should use a plug and outlet rated at least 30 amps. The 220v circuit for this
machine should also be protected by a 30 amp circuit breaker or fuse.

The 110 volt system uses 2 cables that plug into standard 110volt outlets. Each cable should be pluged into an outlet that is
on its own circuit breaker or fuse. No other electrical load should be on these outlets otherwise the circiut protection may
shut down the circuit.

Keep in mind that a circuit being used by other machines or tools at the same time will add to the electrical load being
applied by the Dust Collector. Add up the load ratings of all machines on the circuit. If this number exceeds the rating of the
circuit breaker or fuse, use a different outlet.

Grounding

This machine must be grounded! See Figure 1. The electrical cord supplied with the DS01 does come with a plug. Use a
connector with a ground pin. If your outlet does not accommodate a ground pin, have it replaced by a qualified electrician
or have an appropriate adapter installed and grounded properly. An adapter with a grounding wire does not guarantee
machine will be grounded. Ground source must be verified. The US Sander Dust Collector can be operated at 220 volts.

Extension Cords

When it is necessary to use an extension cord,

use the following guidelines:

*Use cords rated for Hard Service (grade S) or better
*Never exceed a TOTAL EXTENDED length of 100 feet
*Use cords with 10 ga. wire or bigger

ADANGEH . Sanding/finishing wood floors can create an environment that can be explosive. The
fo

owing safety procedures must be adhered to:

« Cigarette lighters, pilot lights and any other source of ignition can create an explosion when active during a sanding
session. All sources of ignition should be extinguished or removed entirely if possible from the work area.

» Work areas that are poorly ventilated can create an explosive environment when certain combustible materials are in
the atmosphere, i.e., solvents, thinners, alcohol, fuels, certain finishes, wood dust and other combustible materials. Floor
sanding machines can cause flammable material and vapors to burn. Read the manufacturer’s label on all
chemicals used to determine combustibility. Keep the work area well ventilated.

 Spontaneous combustion or an explosion can occur when working with sanding dust. The sanding dust can ignite and
cause injury or damage. Sanding dust should be disposed of properly. Always empty the sanding dust into a metal
container that is located outside of any building(s).

» Remove the contents of the dust bag when the bag is 2/3 full. Remove the contents of the dust bag each time you
finish using the machine. Never leave a dust bag unattended with sanding dust in it.

» Do not empty the contents of the dust bag into a fire.

« Hitting a nail while sanding can cause sparks and create an explosion or fire. Always use a hammer and punch to
countersink all nails before sanding floors.

ADANGEH Operating a machine that is not completely or fully assembled could result in injury or property

amage. Do not operate this machine until it is completely assembled. Keep all fasteners tight. Keep adjustments accord-
ing to machine specifications.

WARNING: Inflammable substances must not be picked up with the machine!

CAUTION: Maintenance and repairs performed by unauthorized personnel could result in damage or
injury. Maintenance and repairs performed by unauthorized personnel will void your warranty. Servic-
ing of this unit must always be referred to an authorized US Sander distributor.

CAUTION: Use of this machine to climb on could result in injury or damage. Do not use this machine
as a step or furniture.

CAUTION: Damage could occur to the machine if not properly kept in a dry building for storage.
Store the machine in a dry building.



OPERATIONAL CONCERNS

Bag Changes

The lower bag on the dust collector should be
emptied when it becomes 2/3to 3/4 full.

1. Always wear a dust mask when removing
and installing dust collection bags.

2. Shake the upper bag and let the dust inside
settle for a few minutes.

3. Loosen the latch clamp holding the bag.

4. Take the bag off of the collector body and
close up the opening.

5. Place a garbage bag over the opening of the
collection bag. Invert both bags to empty.

Since all bearings are shielded and permanently
lubricated, simply leave them alone until they
need to be replaced. Do not lubricate them.

Make a habit of inspecting your
Dust Collector each time you use it. Check for
the following conditions and repair or replace
when necessary.

1. Loose mounting bolts.

2. Worn switch.

4. Ripped or worn dust collection bags.

System Grounding

Static electricity is generated in dust collection
systems. Any spark generated by static electricity
is a potential fire or explosion hazard.
Therefore, your dust collection system must be
grounded by means of metal ducting throughout
the system or, when plastic pipe and/or hoses
are used, by bare copper wires.

If using metal ducting for the collection system,
ensure that it is electrically connected to both
the dust collector and each machine serviced in
the system. If plastic hose is placed between
metal ducting and any machine, secure a 12
gauge bare copper wire between the metal
ducting and the machine.

When the system is to be made up of plastic pipe
and/or hoses, wrap 12 gauge bare copper wire
around the hose from the dust collector to the
machine. Another wire should be placed inside
the pipe/hose with exit holes for the wire

placed near each end. See Figures 22 and 23. If
the system has branches, place wires in the
same fashion and connect to the wires on the
main pipe/hose with wire nuts.

WARNING: Improper connection of the equipment grounding

conductor can result in a risk of electric

shock. Check with a qualified electrician or service
person if you are in doubt as to whether the outlet
is properly grounded. Do not modify the plug
provided with the product - if it will not fit the
outlet, have a proper outlet installed by a qualified

electrician.

An optional vacuum is available that can connect to the 2” hose and use the Dust Col-
lection System. This provides for vacuuming using normal 1.5” vacuum hose and at-
tachments such as a felt tool. This also provides for hookup to other sanders that do not
have good dust collection (i,e, such as palm sanders and toekick edgers.) This is also a
lightweight, self contained unit that allows for the dust bag to be located outside with
the vacuum and have the long 50 ft hose run inside and connect to dust collection

buffers. This is handy after the dust collection system is not on the job site.

Start Up Procedures.
1. Make sure the circuit breaker in in the “on” position.
2. If using the remote control, the toggle switch should be in the “remote” position.

The blowers should turn on immediately if toggle switch is put in “manual” position.

WHEN MACHINE BLOWERS ARE TURNED ON, there is an electrically sequenced startup on the 220volt
system. one blower starts first and then 15 seconds later the second blower starts up. This allows for lower
startup amperage surge. This functions in “remote” and “manual’” modes. The 110 volt system has both blowers
start together.

TROUBLESHOOTING  NEITHER BLOWERS START

1. Make sure the power light is ON in the control box and ground is functioning.
Caution when checking power. Make sure there is 220 volts on the 220v system..
2. Make sure the circuit breaker in the “on” position.
4. Set toggle switch to “manual” posistion.The blowers should start immediately. If blowers do not
start, call US for repair.
5. If both motors start in manual mode but not in remote mode confirm battery light goes on when a
remote button is pushed. Also try changing battery in remote. Then it is necessary to reprogram
controlbox receiver.

Within 5 seconds press the “ON” button on the remote and you should hear a single beep. Now presss the
